The Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet
The Gauntlet has been thrown down, and the Akron-Canton Dart Club has accepted the challenge!  On Saturday, July 23, 2011 The Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet will take place at the West Park Slovenian Club.  

The primary purpose of this event is to provide a friendly competition and promote goodwill between the CDC and the ACDC.  A secondary purpose is to provide fundraising for the Cleveland Area all-star team at the Quad City Challenge, which members of both organizations are eligible to participate on.

Brief Description of the Event

1) Each team will consist of 10 men and 5 women.  

2) The Gauntlet shall consist of 15 simultaneous games of 1201 FIDO.

3) At the beginning of the event, the captain of each team shall assign a starting board number to each team member.

4) Each player shall begin play in the first round at his/her assigned board number.

5) A flip of the coin will decide which team goes first on the odd boards, and which team goes first on the even boards in the first round.  (players will alternate order each round).

6) Each round will consist of 3 darts.

7) After each round, each player will advance to the next board (Board 14 darters advance to Board 15, Board 15 darters advance to Board 1, Board 1 darters advance to Board 2, etc.)

8) A scorer will be assigned to each board, who will be responsible for verifying and recording each score.

9) As each game is won, that board becomes a bye for the remainder of the competition.

10) The competition is complete when all games are complete.

11) The team with the most wins out of the 15 games, is declared the winner.

How to make the Team and Other Considerations

1) Based on Phase I Scores as of July 10, the top 10 men and top 5 women will make up the team (Each team member has until July 15  to confirm, or we will work our way down the Phase I list to fill out the team).
2) Must be a CDC member to play for Cleveland.
3) Akron will determine their own qualifications for their team, but any individual eligible to play for both teams shall play on the team based on residency, with anyone living north of the Cuyahoga County / Summit County border playing with Cleveland with those living south of the border playing for Akron.
4) Team fee per player is $10 with the opportunity to double your money (winner takes all).
5) This event will be considered a Fundraising Event for purposes of Automatic Spot Eligibility.
There will also be other events scheduled throughout the day, plus we’ll have skill shot contests, raffles and Phase I tryouts all day.  The complete schedule of events on July 23, 2011 will be as follows:
