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The Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet
Official Rules and Regulations

I. General

a. The “Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet” is a darts competition between teams from The Cleveland Darter Club (“CDC”) and the Akron Canton Dart Club (“ACDC”).
b. Good sportsmanship shall be the prevailing attitude at the Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet.

c. For all matters not specifically covered within these rules, the American Darts Organization Tournament Rules shall govern.

II. Purpose

a. The primary purpose of the Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet is to provide a friendly competition and promote goodwill between the  CDC and the ACDC.
b. A secondary purpose of the Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet is to provide fundraising for the Cleveland Area all-star team at the Buckeye Open, which members of both organizations are eligible to participate on.
III. Rosters

a. Each team shall consist of 10 men and 5 women. 

b. Each team will set its own criteria and/or qualifying process for selecting its team members.

c. Each team will be asked to supply 7-8 scorers who are not participating in the event.

d. Each team will provide a written roster of players’ names and addresses to the Cleveland AllStar Chair one week prior to the event, preferably by email.

e. Membership Requirements
i. All team members must be current members of its club/association.  

ii. An individual who is a member of and selected to play for more than one organization shall consider his/her eligibility based on his/her current residence as follows:

1. The player shall play for the ACDC if his/her residence is located south of the Cuyahoga County/Summit County line.
2. The player shall play for the CDC if his/her residence is located north of the Cuyahoga County/Summit County line. 
iii. Current residence shall be based on the player’s State issued Driver’s License or State Identification Card.

IV. Format
a. The Gauntlet shall consist of 15 simultaneous games of 1201 FIDO.
b. At the beginning of the event, the captain of each team shall assign a starting board number to each team member.
c. Each player shall begin play in the first round at his/her assigned board number.

d. A flip of the coin will decide which team goes first on the odd boards, and which team goes first on the even boards in the first round.  (players will alternate order each round).

e. Each round will consist of 3 darts.

f. After each round, each player will advance to the next board (Board 14 darters advance to Board 15, Board 15 darters advance to Board 1, Board 1 darters advance to Board 2, etc.)
g. A scorer will be assigned to each board, who will be responsible for verifying and recording each score.

h. As each game is won, that board becomes a bye for the remainder of the competition.

i. The competition is complete when all games are complete.
j. The team with the most wins out of the 15 games, is declared the winner.

V. Miscellaneous

a. Entry Fee will be $10/head (or $150/team), 100% of which will be paid to the winning team (to be split between its team members).  

b. Any add-in from the host location will be split between payout for the blind draw event and the all-star fund, with at least 50% going to the payout.
c. Other fundraising events may be held in conjunction with the Cleveland-Akron Gauntlet (e.g., raffles, etc.) and shall be considered fundraising money for the all-star team.
